Q: I am leaving UTHSC and have mice and/or other sci- \i

entific material in my lab that I plan to take with me. Is
it okay for me to ship these materials to my new s
institution?

A: It depends, any animals or materials that are obtained under a Material Transfer Agreement
(MTA) may not be transferred to another institution without the original provider's permission (given
by an authorized official, not the providing PI). The UTHSC PI should contact the Office of Research
Administration to facilitate the necessary paperwork for the transfer. The new institution likely will
need to do a new MTA for the material. Also, any materials purchased with UT funds (as opposed to
funds on a grant that is transferring) are UT property and may not be able to be transferred to the new
institution. PIs should work with their business manager regarding this type of material/supplies.

Q: A colleague in another UT lab wants to use some animals and/or tissue that I obtained
from another institution/company under an MTA. Is it okay for me to share this material
with another UT colleague?

A: Probably not. Most MTAs stipulate that the material provided is to be used only in the requesting
PIs lab and under his or her direct supervision. You should refer your colleague to the original provider
and Research Administration. Depending upon your colleague's funding for the planned research, a
new MTA may be required--or the provider may send a simple letter authorizing the sharing.

Q: What is the difference between Co-Pls and Multiple PIs?

A: The NIH does not recognize "Co-PIs"; however, other agencies may. For NIH grant applications, if
two or more investigators plan to conduct the work cooperatively as multiple Pls, each should be
designated as "PD/PL." Do not select "Co-PI" in the drop-down box for an NIH application. You may,
however, select "other" and type in "co-investigator" for an individual who will be working with you but
will not be a PI.

Q: Does a grant need to be routed through the ORA if it will be submitted online by the PI?

A: Yes, even for those grants to agencies (e.g., some foundations) that allow direct on-line or e-mail
submission of the proposal by the PI, internal routing prior to submission is required by UTHSC. ALL
grant applications should be routed for department, college, and institutional approvals prior to
submission to the agency.

Q: I am submitting an electronic progress report (e-SNAP) to the NIH. To whom should 1
route it?

A: Route it to Ginny Geer or Connie Bozant. They will check the report and route it to Debbie Smith
for final submission to the NIH.

Frequently Asked Questions (cont.)

Q: If I am collaborating with a faculty member at another UT campus (e.g., UTK), is it okay
if I just send them my salary information and biosketch to include in the grant application?

A: No. All grant applications involving a UTHSC faculty member must be routed for departmental,
college, and ORA approval prior to submission of the grant and, in the case of a grant that's being
submitted by another institution (UT or otherwise), prior to providing information to the PI at the
other institution. This will ensure that full costs (including F&A, fringe benefits, and other costs) are
included and that any cost-sharing is approved.

Q: Why does ORA need advance notice of grant submissions?

A: The NIH, which remains UTHSC's primary sponsor of external grant funding, has spread out its
application receipt dates over the year in order to reduce volume for each deadline, thus relieving some
strain on the new electronic submission systems. However, this change makes it more difficult for
ORA to schedule staffing for deadlines. In addition, ORA is seeing more and more proposals being
submitted in response to BAAs, RFAs, and RFPs--which have arbitrary deadlines that may not
coincide with the standard receipt dates. We are also seeing more proposals submitted to private
foundations, which may have deadlines at various times throughout the year, some of which ORA may
not be aware. In order to be sure that ORA staff are available to properly review the grant and have it
signed by all applicable signatories (including, on occasion, the fiscal officer, safety officer, privacy
officer, etc.) in order to be submitted by the agency deadline, we need to know in advance which grants
are in the mill and what the requirements are.

Institutional Review Board

Q: I would like to enroll Spanish-speaking subjects in my IRB-approved research study. As
one of the members of my research staff speaks Spanish, may I have him/her translate the
English consent form for the Spanish-speaking subjects when they come in for a visit?

A: No. Federal Regulations (45 CFR 46.116) require that the written consent document must be in a
language understandable to the subject or the representative. As such, you will need to submit to the
UTHSC IRB office a Form 2 — Application for Revision to change your application to indicate that you
will be recruiting Spanish-speaking subjects. In addition, you will need to submit a copy of the consent
form translated into Spanish with a signed copy of the Translator’s Declaration that can be found on
the UTHSC IRB website at www.utmem.edu/research/irb. The Translator’s Declaration states that the
Spanish consent form is a true and accurate translation of the English consent form. You may begin
enrolling Spanish-speaking subjects once you have received IRB approval.

Q: What should I do if IRB approval of my research study expires?

A: According to federal regulations, if IRB approval of a specific study expires before continuing review
and approval occur, investigators must stop all research activities involving human subjects related to
that study (45 CFR 46.103(b)). Enrollment of new subjects may not occur. In addition, interventions or
interactions involving previously accrued subjects must cease, unless the IRB determines that it is in the
best interests of individual subjects to continue participation. A request to continue research interventions
or interactions with previously accrued subjects must be submitted in writing to the IRB, and it must include
a list of the affected subjects and an explanation of why it is in their best interests to continue participation
in the research interventions or activities. The IRB will advise the investigator in writing if the latter request
is approved.
